H1N1 Clinic Sunday December 13, 2009

Pre-registration Required.

The next H1N1 clinic sponsored by the Maplewood Health Department will be held on Sunday, December 13, 2009 from 1:00 p.m. until 4:00 p.m. at the Town Hall.  Pre-registration is required.   
Pre registration for this clinic will start on Monday Dec. 7th at 9:00 a.m.  Registration can be done at the Maplewood Town Hall or by calling 973-762-8120 x4400 and speaking to a Public Health Nurse.  

The vaccine that is available at this clinic is the multi dose vaccine that contains thimerosal.  This vaccine is for: children starting at age 4 to young adults through age 24; adults 25 to 64 who have a long term health conditions that puts them at higher risk of influenza complications; pregnant women, postpartum women, spouses of pregnant women; parents or caregivers of children less than six months of age; health care providers who provide direct patient care.  
Children in need of a second dose booster vaccination can also attend, if the first vaccination was given at least 21 days (11/22 or earlier) prior to this clinic and the child is age 4 through 9 years.
